Species changes in my book
Because of the new species below, the total number of species listed in my book as being carnivorous (on p6, column 1, and p19, column 2) should be updated from 645 to whatever number is in my FAQ.). Some important taxonomic changes are:
· Drosera allantostigma, D. leucostigma, D. patens, raised from infraspecific categories under D. nitidula. (D. patens used to be called D. n. subsp. omissa). Meanwhile, the name D. ericksonae was changed to D. omissa, which had priority. (Lowrie & Conran 2007).

· I have decided I was incorrect in treating D. silvicola to a subspecies of D. barbigera, and D. roseana as a subspecies of D. paleacea.
· I have decided I was hasty in including N. pyriformis as a species in my book, and am recanting.
· I have decided I was hasty in including D. insolita as a species in my book, and am recanting.

· I now treat S. rubra subsp. wherryi as S. alabamensis subsp. wherryi.
Other changes 

Phylogenetic work has been improving our understanding of Utricularia. As such, the genus has now been divided into three subgenera (not two, as it was when I wrote my book, but I didn’t mention this fact anyway). Some sectional changes are as follows. 

· Section Psyllosperma has been merged into section Foliosa.

· Section Iperua has been merged into section Orchidioides.

Text errors:

P16, Colum 1; Edgar’s middle name should be spelled “Allan.”

P25, Column 1; replace “waps” with “wasps”.
P57, Column 2; replace “posible” with “possible”.
P71, Column 1; replace “chilling” with “chilled”.
P86, Column 1; replace “species description’s regions” with “species descriptions”.
P95, Replace “latin” with “Latin”.
P108-109; The photo and its caption should denot Heliamphora nutans!

P112; There is some sloppiness regarding distances between mountain ranges. I’ll look into this.

P123; Table 13.1 incorrectly notes that N. muluensis might be N. tentaculata x reinwardtiana. This note applies instead to N. murudensis.
P124; Table 13.3 should list N. petiolata as a highland species, not a lowland species.
P134; The figure caption is erroneously spelled Pinguicaula instead of Pinguicula.
P137, Column 2; the species epithet for Pinguicula primuliflora is spelled incorrectly in a caption (“primulifora”) and paragraph heading (“primulifolia”). Oops!
P224, Utricularia section Meionula is erroneously spelled Melonula.
P224, the first letter “O” in Utricularia section Orchidioides is not capitalized.
Index Alphabetization: The following entries were included nonalphabetically.
Drosera porrecta (on p 221), Drosera tokaiensis (on p 222), Drosera porrecta (on p 221), Drosera zonaria (p 222), U. caerulea (p 224), U. foveolata (p 224), U. neottioides (p 224). Also, note that the way Utricularia “sections” are alphabetized is not quite consistent with the alphabetization of sections in other genera. (But I nitpick!)
